The planned teaching pattern is given below. The teaching style will consist primarily of power-point presentations covering the main topics in outline, together with verbal explanations; they will be available on the website (see below) after each lecture. More mathematical material will be presented on the blackboard. The definitive teaching material for the course consists of the lectures. Versions of the lectures, with gaps for the mathematics, are available on the course website now; full versions, with the mathematics included, will be made available on the website at the end of each of the six sections. The first seminar (on the Tuesday of week 1) will be a power-point slide show illustrating the first lecture, which will cover mainly observational background material. Later seminars will cover some topics outside the lectures, go over marked example sheets and be available for questions about the course. Workshops are for providing help with the problem sheets.
I expect to keep to this pattern, but it is possible that a few changes may occur. If so, I shall inform you by e-mail, and the revised timetable will also be available on the course website
