Fandango

Raised in Lucca Italy, Boccherini spent most of his life as a chamber musician to the Bour-
bon royal court and other nobility in Madrid. He also managed to hold the position of com-
positeur de notre chambre to the Prussian court while continuing to live in Madrid. An ac-
complished cellist, he attached himself to the Spanish court's string quartet thereby invent-
ing the 2-cello quintet. He was an immensely prolific composer writing hundreds of trios,
quartets and quintets. However, for a commission from guitarist Frangois de Borgia, Mar-
quis de Benavente, Boccherini cheated. He arranged movements from earlier string and
piano quintets for guitar and string quartet. This Fandango movement from the resulting D
major quintet deviates from standard string-quintet practice by introducing castanets into
the line-up.
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
